STILL AND VIDEO PHOTOGRAPHY POLICY 
 

Still and video photography at Spring Knolls is strictly prohibited, except for the following circumstances:

Classroom Use.  Teachers, aides and educational assessment professionals retained by teachers or parents may take still photographs or videos to document classroom and playground activities, as well as for assessment or other educational/professional purposes. 

Parents/Caregivers. With the permission of their child’s teacher, and for personal use only, Spring Knolls parents and/or coopers, who have been furnished with a copy of this policy (“designated caregivers”) may take still photographs of regular classroom and playground activities, as well as special events, performances or ceremonies. With the permission of their child’s teacher, and for personal use only, Spring Knolls parents and designated caregivers may take video of special events, performances, or ceremonies only, but not regular classroom and playground activities.

Communications/Marketing Use by Spring Knolls.  With the permission of the child’s parent or legal guardian as described below, still photographs may be used in the school’s newsletter, and for marketing and public relations purposes including the monthly newsletter, website and brochures.  To ensure privacy, photographs used by Spring Knolls will not in any way identify children pictured.

Local Media.  Local media on occasion request permission to take still or video photography of school activities and special events for publication. With the permission of, and under the supervision of, the classroom teacher and Director, local media are permitted to take still photographs or videos of classroom and playground activities, as well as special events, performances, or ceremonies.  With the permission of the child’s parent or legal guardian as described below, the Director may grant permission for still photographs or videos to be published by the local media.  Crowd scenes where no single person is the dominant feature shall only require the permission of the Director and shall not require the prior permission of parents and/or legal guardians.

General Guidelines for Approved Use of Still/Video Photography.  

The Spring Knolls Photo/Video Waiver & Release form, which is attached to this policy but is subject to change from time to time in the sole discretion of the Board of Directors, shall indicate whether the school and local media are permitted to take and use still and video photography of a child. 

Teachers, parents, and local media should exercise discretion at all times when taking still photographs or videos so as to be neither intrusive of the activity at hand nor invasive of the privacy of the children. 

Guests of Spring Knolls (i.e., anyone who is not staff, parents, or a designated caregiver) are prohibited from taking still photographs or videos, except at special events identified by the director (including, but not limited to field trips, the harvest luncheon and costume parade.) At such events, relatives and guests of spring knolls students may take still photos and video with the permission of the student’s teacher, subject to the restrictions of this policy. 

If a staff member, parent or caregiver observes someone in violation of the school’s photography policy, whether knowingly or unknowingly, such staff member, parent or caregiver should advise him or her of this policy and report the incident immediately to your child’s teacher and/or the Director.

The Board of Directors may, with good cause, in its sole discretion, take appropriate steps to enforce this policy, up to and including removal of a family from membership in Spring Knolls or termination of an employee in the event of a serious violation of this policy.  A serious violation is one deemed by the Spring Knolls Board of Directors to be egregious, illegal, or unethical in nature and/or effect.
